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Camellia Todorova made her debut in 1978 at the Sec-
ond Jazz Meeting in Sofia. Already then she established
herself as the best Bulgarian jazz singer. Numerous awards
followed, as well as appearances at prestigious festivals in
Poland, the Czech Republic, Portugal, Denmark and Ger-
many. In the early 1980s Camellia also included pop music
by Bulgarian composers in her repertoire. The songs “Room
on Tracks", “Whispered Dreams* and “Boy Don't Look At Me
Like That" are still among the golden Bulgarian hits. She won
the Golden Orpheus Grand Prix for performers (1980), the
Grand Prix of the Schlagerfestival (Dresden, 1982), she was
invited for concerts in Malta and in the show programmes
at the Friedrichstadtpalast in Berlin. At the same time she
worked in the cinema, appearing in the films “Surge of
Tenderness", “Bonne Chance Inspector” and “The Turnovo
Queen”. In 1983 Camellia emigrated to Germany, where she
changed her performing style, and Virgin, Germany, released
two of her singles which brought her success. The first sin-
gle was produced by Roger Taylor from Queen and Phil Col-
lins introduced her as a promising star on a BBC radio show.
In the early 1990s Camellia Todorova returned to Bulgaria.

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Well-known to Bulgarian audiences, Axel Zwingen-
berger has numerous fans in the country. At the jazz
festival in Bansko he has had solo concerts (2001,
2009), and also played together with American jazz
singer Lila Ammons (2010) and his brother, drummer
Torsten Zwingenberger (2012). Axel has performed in
dozens of countries worldwide. Born in 1955 in Ham-
burg, Germany, since the age of 19 he has been trav-
elling the world as a genuine ambassador of Boogie
Woogie — a deep and expressive piano style, rooted in
Afro-American music from the late 19th, early 20th cen-
tury. Boogie Woogie has a big influence on pop music
even today, thanks to a number of incredible pianists
among whom Axel Zwingenberger has a leading role.
He prefers to play on an acoustic piano, which enables
him to demonstrate his amazing skills. His successful
career is due to several very important collaborations
with well-known jazz and blues musicians. In the early
1980s, the great Lionel Hampton invited him to join him
in a concert tour of Europe, as well as in recordings for
American companies.

Axel has released some 30
CDs, both solo albums and in collaboration with other
performers.

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Nigun is the only group in Europe to follow an East-
European Jewish traditions within a jazz context, em-
phasizing the spiritual and improvisational traditions
of both genres. “Klez-jazz" is the name of one of the
four musicians’ albums. It is the best label for their
music, and the creativity and the spontaneous spirit of
the group is also very significant in their approach. Ni-
gun have performed throughout Europe and collabo-
rate with musicians from the Hungarian jazz and world
scene.

As
an artist she managed to unite the two Americas and to
link the warm southern rhythms of the samba and choro
with the nostalgic sounds of the jazz and blues of the
North.

Born into a family of amateur musicians in Sao Luis,
north-western Brazil. She began playing the piano at
the age of 7, encouraged by her father. A gifted guitar-
ist and singer, he included his daughter in his weekend
jam sessions, where she first absorbed the rhythms and
melodies of samba, jazz, pop music and the Brazilian
chorinho. At the age of 13, she won first prize in a re-
gional music competition as the leader of a group started
by her father. A few years later the talented young lady
got her law degree. But her fingers continued to yearn

for the piano, and she finally gave in to its insistent call,
committing herself to music with more fervour than ever.
After shuttling between gigs in Rio and Sao Paulo, she
recorded her first album at the age of 20. Already at that
time she impressed audiences with her enormous poten-
tial. For a while she played the club scene. In 1974 she
decided to travel to Europe for a few months, but stayed
in Paris for seven years. She recorded several albums,
got married, and won the Golden Feather Award from
noted jazz critic Leonard Feather.

In the 1980s she headed for New York to fully devote
herself to jazz — the music that inspires her. In the States
Tania Maria recorded new albums, played some of the
most prestigious jazz festivals, and in 1985 was nomi-
nated for a Grammy Award in the category Best Jazz
Vocal Performance, Female.

Today the virtuoso pianist is back living in France
and continues to tour around the world. She is highly
applauded by both critics and audiences. Famous for
her rhythmic piano playing and ebullient scat singing,
she rarely sings songs with lyrics, perhaps because the
meaning of her music messages is beyond words, in the
world of rhythm, intonations, sounds... Her vocal skills
come naturally, like the awakening of something deeply
coded inside her. She herself likes to say: “I'm Brazilian
and singing is the greatest tradition we have!" Although
she has a very impressive voice, Tania Maria identifies
herself primarily as a pianist. Her numerous fans know
that besides solid technique as a pianist, she has enor-
mous intuition and talent which charismatically unfold
during her concerts.
